RESEARCH SAFETY

BIOHAZARDOUS WASTE DISPOSAL
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Solid Waste 
–  Place in RED Bags 
–  Take ¾ full, closed Red Bags to 1C250 
–  Place bags in large bins and log in book 
  Biohazardous Liquid Waste 
– Decontaminate liquid waste by diluting 1:10 with household bleach. Wait 30 minutes. 
– Wearing gloves, empty decontaminated waste into appropriate sink & flush with copious amounts of water
  Biohazardous SHARPS Waste 
– NEVER recap, bend or remove a needle from the syringe. Discard all contaminated sharps in properly labeled Red Sharps containers. 
– Label Sharps container as Biohazardous. Secure container to prevent spills. Be sure the opening is free of debris and visible to insert items. 
– Place all contaminated needles, razor blades & scalpel blades in properly labeled Red Sharps containers 
– When containers are ¾ filled:
· Snap lid closed 
· Take to 1C250 for disposal 
· Place in large bins and log in book 
  Biohazardous GLASS Waste 

– Contaminated Broken glass or contaminated glass Pasteur pipettes should be discarded in properly labeled Red Sharps containers.
– Label Red Sharps container as Biohazardous. Secure container to prevent spills. Be sure the opening is free of debris and visible to insert items
– When containers are ¾ filled:

–  Snap lid closed 
–  Take to 1C250 for disposal 
–  Place in large Bins and log in book

– Unbroken contaminated biohazardous glass or other biohazardous Sharp objects 

–  Dispose of in properly labeled red Sharps containers.
