Needles and scalpels in large red Sharps plastic containers, snapped closed and take to the large Bins in 1C250 for disposal.




Broken glass, glass Pasteur pipettes in broken glass disposal boxes.

GAS TANKS:

Must be secured at all times, whether in use or not.

 

Tanks not in use must be capped.

EYE WASH:

MUST be run weekly to make certain it is working and date recorded in log.

WEAR:

Safety glasses when required 



Safety glasses and shields when transferring liquid N2


Gloves appropriate for substances in use



Gloves when working with biohazards, carcinogens and suspected carcinogens

STORE: 

Nitric acid apart from other acids



Flammables away from heat and in less than 10 gallon total quantities
