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ALL PRINICPAL INVESTIGATORS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR:

1. MSDS: Each laboratory is responsible for maintaining the most recent MSDS for all chemicals in their laboratories.  The Budget Office will forward to the investigator any MSDS they receive.  MSDS may be obtained at the Research website or those of most chemical companies.

2. Needles and scalpels are to be discarded in the large red Sharps containers.  Red Sharps containers may be obtained from Kathy Koester (ext. 25700). When ¾  full, red Sharps containers are to be snapped closed and discarded in the large BINS located in Building 1, Room C250.  Please be sure to log your containers into the Biohazardous Waste Logbook.

3. In compliance with OSHA standards, paper towels are not to be stored on laboratory bench tops.  Please let the Research Safety Inspector in your area know if you need paper towel dispensers installed in your laboratories.

REMINDERS:

1. ALL unoccupied laboratories must be locked.
2. Contact the Fire Department at ext. 22323 in case of a hazardous spill.

3. Discard all infectious waste in RED biohazard bags.  When ¾ full, red bags are to be discarded in BINS in Building 1, Room C250.  All discarded waste must be logged in the Biohazardous Waste Logbook.

4. Cylinder gas tanks must be secured at all times. Stored cylinders must be capped.

5. Employees must be properly trained on all equipment they use such as the autoclaves and ultracentrifuges.  Their training must be properly logged.

6. Are your eyewashes functioning and logs up-to-date?
