Chemical Spills


Small manageable spills may be cleaned up using spill kits available from Ms. Koester (ext. 25700)

    For large spills, invoke the RACE procedure (Rescue affected personnel, Alert the fire department (ext. 22323), Confine the spill if possible, Evacuate the area)

Immediately call the Research Safety Officer (Evan Stubbs, ext. 23507)

Administrative Updates 

   VHA has mandated that Research Safety review all research protocols annually.  

   Research personnel receiving or shipping biological hazards/infectious substances (including dry ice) must receive Shipment of Hazardous/Infectious Materials Training. Training is obtained on-line and must be updated every 3 years.  

  Protocols involving Recombinant DNA must be licensed by the Research Safety Subcommittee. You will receive your license number with your project approval letter from the R&D committee. This license must be renewed every 3 years.
