All Clear

5 bells

RESPONSES TO EMERGENCY ALERT SIGNALS

DISASTER:
All research personnel, other than physicians and nurses report to Building 1, Room C308 (primary location) or if inaccessible, report to Building 1, Room B229 (alternate location).


Physicians and nurses report to Building 200, Chapel (primary location) or if inaccessible report to Building 1, Room D116 (alternate location).

TORNADO:
Move away from windows into hallways, shut off all utilities

FIRE:
Phone emergency fire number ext. 22323


Identify the location of the fire


Follow the RACE procedure (Rescue, Alarm, Confine, Evacuate)


If you see/smell smoke of unknown origin:



Dial emergency fire number ext. 22323



Give specific location



State problem



Alert people in the area



Pull handle on pull box next to stairwells



Close windows & doors



Evacuate

FIRE EMERGENCY PROCEDURES (RACE):

R
RESCUE

Rescue persons in immediate danger

A
ALARM

Pull nearest alarm box and call ext. 22323

C
CONFINE

Close all doors and windows in immediate area, close all

other doors to prevent smoke & fire from entering  


E
EVACUATE

Evacuate the area

EMERGENCY USE OF FIRE EXTINGUISHER (PASS):

P
PULL


Pull the pin

A
AIM


Aim the nozzle at the base of the fire

S
SQUEEZE

Squeeze the handle

S
SWEEP

Sweep the nozzle from the left to the right across the base

of fire
